Then and Now! Silver Spur —OKC/Gerald and Sally M&Vhirter celebrate 61-61.

The year was 1948 when a darling little red heatirear three lady friends dragged their
husbands to a square dance lesson with the prohnaise they didn't like it they would never
have to return. That feisty, little red head wa#lySvicWhirter. The youthful Gerald McWhirter
was one of those four husbands who worked the sigft at the Daily Oklahoman and their
only night off was Thursday. Their teacher was @eni
pressman Bryan Hampton.
After completing the standard ten lessons and mgth
place to dance they organized Kalico Kapers SgDaree
Club. With no funds to hire a caller, they talkeak!
Hunter into calling and promised they would eachrea
call to help out. All five became callers but eaeached
the acclaim of Gerald McWhirter. Much of our early
Oklahoma square dance history is written arounseliiee
that included Earl Hunter, Bud Atchey and Al Mudik
During this period, the fledgling Silver Spur Dar@leib,
organized March 13, 1949 hired Gerald to be thallec
That was 61 years ago! Thus, our 61-61 Anniversgiy
years as a club and 61 years with the same cadlser w
celebrated at the West Side Lions Club on Saturdaych
6, 2010.
The club first danced at the Do Si Do Center wiiels
located where the east gates to the Oklahoma State
Fairgrounds are now. When that building was tawmlthey danced at the old American Legion
Hall above what was then the West Ten Theater. WeiVest Side Lions Hall was finished in
1952, Silver Spur moved to the new building. Tha&ye the first club in the new building and
have continued there. To help the Lions pay feirthuilding the square dancers put on a
carnival with games, food, etc., in the parking &ter dark they would go inside for a square
dance. These “Millionaires for a Night” carnivalere great fun. Each first and third Saturday
this historic club continues their allemande leitsl right and left grands at the West Side Lions
Hall.
Silver Spur — OKC and Gerald, with his outstanddegsonality in the square dance world and
Sally, his life-long partner and encourager, aré kwewn, highly respected and revered square
dance leaders. So much so, that efforts are domgrd to get this ‘never to be broken record’
entered in the Guineas Book of Records.
Today, Silver Spur — OKC and its caller supportsaliare and round dance activities at club,
district, state and national levels. Distinguisigdare and round dance leaders were groomed at
this historic club to hold top-level positions iach of those associations.
This is a mini-thumbnail snapshot of the historg @edication of one club, Silver Spur — OKC
and one caller, Gerald McWhirter. And, now, jogas we celebrate our 62-62 at the Westside
Lions Hall on Saturday, March 5, 2011.
