Square Dancer of the Month: Ester Hughes

When attending the Oklahoma State Fair, yay have noticed the statue of the square dance
couple. The statue is near where we dance in tlee\Wiest show each year. Many of us have
wondered how this statute came into being. Thamkém and Ruth Ford, the lady who modeled for
the statute was recently contacted and graciogsiea to be interviewed for this article.



PROMENADE:

On June 21, 1989, a life size bronze squaneelstatue was unveiled in Oklahoma Fair Park at
the west end of General Pershing Blvd. The statgsponsored by the Oklahoma City Chamber of
Commerce and the Oklahoma State Square Dance Eederl was dedicated to the square dancers
of the world and is the only life size square dastegue in the United States.

The story behind the statue is most intangstiThe idea for creating a square dance statue
originated with Pete and Ester Hughes, former @ebtistrict Presidents and Oklahoma State
Federation Presidents, and with Paul Strasburg;i&@ip&ssistant to President of the Oklahoma City
Chamber of Commerce. The Oklahoma State Squareelfegderation had donated $18,000 to the
Chamber of Commerce in appreciation for suppotti¢c27th National Square Dance Convention
held in Oklahoma City in June, 1978. Paul Strauglnd the OKC Chamber of Commerce had
invested the funds in an interest bearing accolmthe late 1980s, Paul Strasburg took the inviat
and contacted the Hughes to determine how begirtortsquare dancers with the money that had
been donated. He told Pete and Ester that henhaihd a life size statute of a square dance couple
and that he wanted them to be the models!

Ester was reluctant for her and Pete to bertbdels. She thought that a more attractive eocupl
perhaps a taller couple - should be selected. $aasburg told her and Pete that he had already
made up his mind; the statue would be modeled tféan.

Pete and Ester Hughes took square danceness®956 from Stan Reubel and Gladys Ferneau.
Pete and Ester loved to dance and enjoyed goinfpoanh evening of dancing. They had grown tired
of honky-tonks and had decided to find somewhese & go. Ester saw a flyer announcing square
dance lessons and talked Pete into taking lessds& turned out, this was a good move and they
soon became very active in square dancing.

Pete and Ester opened a furniture upholgtdmirsiness in 1957, one year after graduating from
square dance lessons. Through their upholstetisméss, the Hughes became good friends with
Senator Henry Bellmon and his lovely wife Shirlefno had a dress shop in Billings, OK. Pete and
Ester often worked with Mrs. Bellmon when new sgudance dresses were needed by the Oklahoma
City clubs. Mrs. Bellmon ordered all the fabriacé and paint for the square dance dresses argj vest
and her employees would paint designs for the dsesBete and Ester often drove to Billings to pick
up the fabric, trim, etc, take it back to their leoin Oklahoma City where they cut the fabric for
square dance dresses that had been ordered. Emesntiled it to the respective dancers.

One particular dress design stood out. & avgreen dress with white trim and white medatlion
(circles) sewn around the skirt. Each medallios Wwand painted with a mistletoe design and had
white pearls sewn on as mistletoe berries. Thmssy dresses were worn to San Antonio to the bid
session for the 57th National Square Dance Conwentvhich was awarded to Oklahoma City. This
same dress was the one that Ester wore while nmgrliglr the square dance statue. If you look
closely at the statue, you can see the medallinrthedress that contain the mistletoe designs.

The sculptor hired to create the square datatae was Rich Muno from Edmond, OK. Rich
Muno was a representational sculptor working irhdmbnze and wood. Muno was known for doing
western and wildlife subjects and for modeling hlnenan figure.

Pete and Ester made many trips to Rich MuBdmond studio to pose for the statue. Over a six
week period, Rich Muno would call them and invhiern to come up for a while. He would usually
look them over and make slight changes to the estafften the changes he made were so small that
they could not see any difference. They had negie dnything like this and wondered how it would
turn out? Ester admitted that they had secondgtiitsitalong the way.

When the statue was completed, Ester thahghshe and Pete should be smiling or laughing.
After all, square dancing is fun! Rich Muno explad to them that statues do not have people with
their mouths open - because that would be a pegsface for a bird to nest. While Ester thinks the
statue of herself did not closely resemble her ssi@ the one of Pete looked exactly like him.



The statue was named, Promenade, and thenresagbvious to square dancers. It was unveiled
on June 21, 1989, the day before the 38th Nati®gahre Dance Convention began in Oklahoma
City. Three past General Chairmen of National @Goions held in Oklahoma City held the ropes
that removed the cover. All the dancers attenttieg38th Nationals were invited and many of them
were there for the unveiling. This was a banngrfdaOklahoma square dancing!

A few days later at the 38th National Corti@n a slide of the new statue was shown at the
fashion show. The final couple to appear in tishien show was Pete and Ester. Ester wore the
same dress that she wore while modeling for theetand they walked out in the Promenade
position. Their appearance brought down the hauteloud applause and cheering.

The Promenade statue is a tribute to allregdancers. Many Central District dancers have
viewed the statue while dancing at the OklahomgeStair each year. It is very fitting that we danc
in close proximity to Promenade.

Pete Hughes died in 2005. Ester Hughes livesuth Oklahoma City and is very active. Shesdoe
volunteer work at hospitals and at several othacgs, and is on the go every day of the weeklobing,
something Ester told us rings true. She said, "Wigaeat about square dancing, there's greatfgliip, no
drinking, and the friends you make will last foettest of your life!"
