DANCING AT THE 59TH NSDC — A BRIEF
PROGRAM OVERVIEW

There will be 14 dance halls at the 59th National Square
Dance Convention® in Louisville, KY on June 24-26,
2010, eight of them with hearing enhanced equipment.
Dancing will start at 10:00 AM in most of them,
including the Mainstream, Plus, Advanced, Challenge,
Contra, Country Western/Lines, Variety, Youth and
Clogging Halls. Showcase of Rounds will begin at 9:30
AM each morning. The Solo Hall will open at 11:00 AM on Thursday with a Welcome Hour.
SQUARE DANCING

Mainstream, Plus and Advanced Halls will dance continuously all three days from 10:00 AM
until 10:00 PM with After Parties to follow each night until 11:30 PM. The 3,552 square foot
Challenge Hall will open at 10:00 AM but will close for an hour at noon, reopen from 1:00 until
5:00 PM when it will close for dinner and then be open again for the evening from 7:00 until
10:00 PM. In addition, Freedom Hall will offer Mainstream Dancing from 7:00 until 10:00 PM
each evening with the Ghost Riders Band with Exhibitions during breaks.

Message from Education Director:
Henry Ford & Square Dancing
Here's some interesting information about the history of square dancing.
Henry Ford (1863-1947), who once worked for the Edison Illuminating Company (1891), in
1903 started the Ford Motor Company. Henry Ford and his wife Clara Bryant loved to dance.
Henry Ford began his search for someone to teach square dancing.



In 1923, Mr. Ford purchased the Wayside Inn because of its beautiful ballroom. Shortly after
purchasing the Wayside Inn, Mr. Ford found Benjamin Lovett (1876-1952) and his wife Charlotte
L. Cooke. Henry Ford felt Benjamin Lovett to be the perfect teacher of "old fashion™ dances, and
in 1924 Benjamin Lovett began teaching classes for Mr. Ford, something that lasted over 20
years.

Mr. Ford decided he wanted a place to dance near his home, so in 1937 Lovett Hall was built
as part of a building at the Edison Institute. The floor was made of Burmese teakwood with a
spring board floor designed specifically for dancing, along with English Colonial furnishings and
chandeliers. Square dancing, along with quadrilles, two-steps, waltzes, and other old fashion
dances, became a part of life for Ford employees and school children across the United States.
Ford and Lovett believed square dancing taught social training, courtesy, good citizenship, along
with rhythm. They felt it should be a part of every school's teaching of physical education.

Ford and Lovett also brought square dancing to the handicapped (blind, deaf, those with
prosthetic limbs). They felt the dancing had great balancing exercises, and taught rhythm,
manners, poise, and grace, along with giving self-confidence, over coming timidity, and
appreciation of good music.

Square Dancer of the Month: Bernie Nelson

We are pleased to announce that the Outstanding Square Dancer for June is Bernie Nelson
from Single Squares and Spirit of 76. Bernie is a friendly guy who always has a smile on his
face. He's currently the President of Singles Squares and has many friends throughout the
district. Singles Squares, Spirit of 76, and
Central District are very lucky to have a
dedicated dancer like Bernie to help promote our
hobby of square dancing.

Bernie Nelson is a farm boy from
Minnesota. He grew up on a dairy farm with
four brothers and two sisters. Square dancing
runs in the Nelson family and all but two of his
siblings are, or have been square dancers.
Bernie's parents also took square dance lessons
after they retired from the farm.

He took his first square dance lessons in
1958 while in college in Modesto, CA. He has
been dancing ever since although he took off some time to raise his family. Bernie's college
career was short lived and he joined the Air Force after one year of college.

During his Air Force career, Bernie traveled around the world. He was stationed in the US,
England, Libya, Korea and Japan. He square danced in Japan, England and Libya. Bernie said
that square dancing in Japan was a unique experience. His square dance club from the Air Force
base would go to Japanese square dance festivals. At the festivals, Japanese callers would call
singing calls to Japanese songs but the square dance calls would be in English. It took a lot of
concentration to listen for the calls. One difference in Japan was that drinking was allowed at the
dances. There were bottles of whiskey sitting on the tables. Between tips, everyone would go to
their table and drink some whiskey before the next tip started.

Dancing in England was a lot of fun. Bernie joined the British Association of American
Square Dance Clubs. The club he was in consisted of half Americans and half Brit dancers, and
was located near the base where he was assigned. They traveled around England in a van
attending square dances in various towns. In Libya, square dances were only held on the Air
Force base where he was assigned.




Bernie's final assignment was at Tinker AFB where he retired with 21 years of service. He
retired as a Master Sergeant and fortunately elected to stay in Oklahoma.

In 1968, Bernie met his wife at a square dance in Dayton, OH. At the time he was stationed
at Wright-Patterson AFB. They married and had a son Daniel. Daniel grew up to be a News
Photographer at KWCH in Wichita, KS, but unfortunately died young. Bernie and his wife
divorced in 2000. She resides in Kansas City near their 6 year old grandson.

After his retirement from the Air Force, Bernie worked for 17 1/2 years as a Meat Inspector
for the Oklahoma State Department of Agriculture. His claim to fame in that capacity was that he
served two years as Inspector at the Blue and Gold sausage company in Jones, OK. He also
worked for 9 years as a Delivery Driver for Enterprise-Rent-A-Car. Presently, Bernie works two
days a week as a volunteer at the Oklahoma Regional Food Bank. In addition, he helps care for
former square dancer, Harley Watson, who is now homebound.

Bernie is currently a member of Spirit of 76, Single Squares and Okie Diamonds. He served
as Co-President of Spirit of 76 in 2006 with Dee Proctor, and is currently President of Single
Squares. He has also served in several other club offices.

Bernie Nelson's motto is: "Don't Worry, Be Happy, Stay Close to God." He's a good guy who
loves to square dance and is often seen visiting other clubs. Ladies, when you see Bernie be sure
to give him a BIG Yellow Rock! It's people like Bernie who make square dancing so much fun!

Caller/Cuer Corner: Make Sure They Dance by Bob Thomas

Every year most square dance clubs graduate new dancers and then wonder why after a while
they drop out. One of the reasons | hear most from former dancers is that they didn’t get to
dance.

dance.

During lessons we “angel” our new students
making sure they are up every tip so they can
learn.
