It is nice to know that at a square dance thesersething "special" about the way we dress. Now ighy
this such a big deal? Because SQUARE DANCING ISI@& BEAL! Folks who see you dressed up know
you're a square dancer. It's not a uniform; itépging into a role that makes your square dargie ni
something special; it's your individuality that®wing. There are those who say that the way wesdre
reflects the way we feel about square dancing.

What should a square dance dress be like? Todpyesesdance clothes are not "authentic coverednyago
hillbilly, or li'l Abner" type of dresses. They aa¢éso not our everyday street wear. They are ligely
much more frivolous. They are truly a costume appate for our square dance hobby.

The basic, casual starting costume for the manavbellightweight, absorbent, long-sleeved shiaglss
and comfortable leather-soled shoes. The ladylsatasarting outfit might be a light weight, fultig and
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blouse or a dress with an easy skirt - avoid back®or midriffs. Flat, comfortable leather-soléoes or
ones with a sliver of a heel that slide easilytfé bill. Adding a full petticoat will come next. dress-up
costume for the man includes a bit of color in @t shirt or vest, collar tips, western belingttie,
gambler tie, sparkling bow and flare ties, nylorsitk kerchief knotted and worn with an open cqllar
pants and boots or boot shoes. Dressing the pasttache joy of square dancing.

One square dance dress code will not fit all sqdaree situations. Different dress codes applyfterdnt
types of events and facilities. Some clubs dresthie summer months in casual wear. Others dress
casual all the time, so check with the club towbat the dress code might be. Square dance cdtirbe
